ON-GROUND ECOLOGIAL RESTORATION PROJECT PROFILES

SERA is seeking profiles of ecological restoration projects being carried out in the land, waterways and oceans of the broad region of Australasia – particularly those that reflect the principles and standards of the SER Primer.  (See SER Primer for explanation of any of the terms used below) 
Note: You do not need to use these exact subheadings – but do use your own subheadings and make sure all this information is included. Aim for no more than 600 words per profile, illustrated with photos and/or maps.
1. Heading (<10 words): Include the name and location of the site and a hint about the activity e.g. ‘Bringing water back to Back Swamp, Elliottown, New Zealand’]

2. Ecosystem you are working with (<50 words): This is where you name and briefly describe your goal ecological community.
3. Condition of the area  (<50 words): Describe the type/level of damage being addressed and its causes.
4. Clarify your project aims and objectives: (< 50 words): Set a context for your actions so people visiting the website can clearly see if your works are achieving what they set out to achieve. 
5. Works undertaken (< 100 words): Broadly describe what you did  as well as the extent and duration of the works, with some details about how you did it.  (Ideally include sharply focused coloured photos.)
6. How did you monitor your project?  Explain what methods and how often you monitored.
7. Outcomes to date (< 100 words):  This is where you need to be as specific as you can about the on-ground results and link them back to your ecosystem goals. e.g. be as specific as you can about improvements to ecosystem condition whether it be measured by water quality or weed status improvements, vegetation survival and regeneration results, population establishment results, and so on.  Have the causes of the problems been successfully resolved?  What social effect has the project had?  (Ideally include sharply focused coloured photos.)

8. Lessons learned and future directions (< 50 words):  What went wrong and what did you learn from that that could help others?  What really made a difference to your success? 
9. Stakeholders and Funding bodies (<20 words):   Please make sure you recognize the contributions of any major funding bodies or groups who participated. Remember to nurture your supporting community and participants.
10. Contact information (<20 words): Include one individual’s contact name, position, organisation, postal address; phone (incl country code) and email
